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METHOD, DEFINITIONS AND LEGISLATION

Data published in this publication have been
gathered from health care institutions in the
Republic of Serbia (excluding data for Kosovo
and Metohija) included in the Health Institutions
Network Plan.

The data are collected through the network of
public health institutes pursuant to the Law on
Statistical Surveys (Official Gazette of the
Republic of Serbia 83/92, 53/93, 67/93, 48/94),
Law on Records in Health Care (Official Gazette
of RS 44/91, 53/93, 67/93, 48/94), Law on Health
Care Records (Official Journal of FRY 12/98,
37/02) and the Law on the Protection of
Population from Communicable Diseases
(Official Gazette of RS 125/04).

The data on population, vital statistics and
mortality have been taken over from the Republic
Statistical Office of Serbia.

On the basis of collected reports, the Institute of
Public Health of Serbia “Dr Milan Jovanovic
Batut” prepares aggregate reports and tables for
the Republic of Serbia.

All available data are not presented in the
published tables of this Yearbook. Unpublished
data are available from the competent unit of the
Institute of Public Health of Serbia “Dr Milan
Jovanovic Batut”.

The Health Statistical Yearbook of the Republic
of Serbia is divided, according to the type of
processed material, into chapters. Each chapter
has a separate methodological explanation.

1. POPULATION AND VITAL STATISTICAL
DATA

This chapter contains data for the Republic of
Serbia on estimated total population by age and
sex, population changes, birth and death rate, and
deaths by cause of death, sex and age. All such
data are published with the consent of the
Republic Statistical Office of Serbia.

The Republic Statistical Office of Serbia has been
implementing new census and estimate
methodology since 2002. Due to the application
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of new methodology the data are not directly
comparable with the data from previous censuses
(the example is 1991 census year for which the
population estimate was retroactively calculated).

,Age groups” are presented in accordance with
the age group classification used in population
censuses and in vital statistics. Each age group
covers a whole year, or a five-year period. For
instance, under-1 group or “0” group, includes
children from the moment of birth to the age of 11
months and 30 days; or 5-9 group includes
children aged five to 9 years, 11 months and 30
days inclusive.

,Live birth” means that the newborn, after
spontaneous separation or extraction from the
body of its mother, breaths or shows other
evidence of life (such as beating of the heart,
movement of voluntary muscles, etc.) even for the
shortest period of time, irrespective of the
duration of pregnancy.

,Still  birth” means that the foetus, after
spontaneous separation or extraction from the
mother’s body, does not show any evidence of
life, provided that the gestation period was over
28 weeks.

,,Causes of death” are all diseases, conditions or
injuries, accident circumstances or violence which
caused death or contributed to the occurrence of
death.

,,Primary cause of death” is:

a) disease or injury which caused the sequence of
events directly leading to death, or

b) accident or violence which caused lethal
injuries.

According to the World Health Organization (ICD

10 — International Classification of Diseases), age
classification for the separate child mortality
statistics is made on the principle of age
completed: under 24 hours, 1-6 days, 7-27 days,
28 days to 3 months, but excluding 3 months,
from 3 to 5 months, excluding 6 months and 6 to
11 months, which means the upper limit of 11
months and 30 days.
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2. HEALTH CARE INSTITUTIONS AND STAFF

This chapter includes the data on health care
institutions which are included in the Health Care
Institution Network Plan and staff employed by
them. The data for the institutions not covered by
the Health Care Institution Network Plan are not
presented in this publication.

»dervice” is part of the health care institution
providing health care to specific population
groups (women, children, workers) or provides
primary health care for specific diseases
(tuberculosis, diabetes, etc.).

Service is organized in such a way as to provide
the population with both curative and preventive
care.

»Ilnpatient service” is a health care institution or
part thereof, providing diagnostic procedures and
treatment to individuals in inpatient organisations.
This service may be part of a general hospital
(health care centre), clinic, clinical-hospital
centre, clinical centre, special hospital, institute
(zavod), institute and non-hospital inpatient
institutions.

,»Organisational unit, site, service unit” is part of a
health care institution service and may be located
in the same place as the health care institution or
on other locations. If all organisational units -
service units are at the same location (same
address), the whole service is deemed to be one
organisational  unit-service  unit. If  the
organisational units — service units are placed in
different locations, each of them is considered to
be a separate service unit.

3. PRIMARY HEALTH CARE

Data on diseases, conditions and injuries in:
general practice, child health service, school
children and youth health service, women’s health
service, dental health service and occupational
health service, are presented on the basis of these
services’ reports.

Diseases, conditions and injuries in primary health
service are presented in uniform lists in
accordance with the International Classification of
Diseases — 10™ Revision.

,» Visit” is any contact of an individual with a
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doctor or other health care worker in the health
institution, at home or in another place for the
purposes of health care.

,,First visit” is the initial contact an individual
makes in a calendar year with regard to a
particular disease, condition or injury.

,,Repeat visits” are all other visits regarding this
particular disease, condition or injury until final
outcome in the course of a year.

With chronic diseases (hypertension, psychosis
etc.) the first visit to the doctor in a calendar year
is recorded as “first visit”, and other wvisits
regarding this chronic disease are recorded as
“repeat visits”.

,First visit to the counselling centre” is the first
visit to a counselling service in a calendar year.

,First pregnant woman’s visit to the counselling
service” is the first visit a pregnant woman makes
to the counselling service in the course of one
pregnancy.

,,First visit of an infant to the counselling service”
is the first visit to the counselling service in the
first year of life.

»Systematic check-up” is the examination of
organs and organ systems of specific population
groups and individuals (children, school children,
employees, etc.) to establish their health status.

,Periodic check-up” is a targeted or systematic
check-up of employees working in positions with
special requirements or in specific working
conditions. These examinations are carried out
according to the established procedure (type,
content and scope of examination) and within
prescribed time intervals.

,,Follow-up examination” is a repeat examination
of specific population groups and individuals,
performed after systematic and periodic medical
check-up, for the purposes of establishing the
effects of measures implemented after systematic
and periodic check-ups.

»Serial examination” is a planned examination of
the population or specific population groups for
the purposes of early detection of certain diseases
(cervical cancer, etc.).
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4. INPATIENT HEALTH CARE

This chapter presents data on beds, patients
treated in hospitals and days in hospital by type of
institutions, on the basis of periodic reports on
hospital operations.

The number of hospital days is shown only for
patients discharged during the reporting period.

,Hospital days” present a number of days a
person spent in an inpatient health institutions, for
treatment or diagnostic procedure. The number of
hospital days includes the days spent at the
inpatient unit, including the day of discharge.

Data on hospital morbidity are gathered on the
basis of Hospitalization reports.

5. COMMUNICABLE DISEASES

This chapter presents the data on individual cases
of contracting and dying from communicable
diseases and carrying particular agents that cause
them, epidemics and results of mandatory, active
immunisation of persons of a particular age. The
collection of reports on communicable diseases,
as well as immunisation reports is regulated by
the Law on the Protection of Population from
Communicable Diseases (Off. Gazette of RS
no.125/04), Rulebook on Reporting
Communicable Diseases and other Cases
Stipulated in the Law on the Protection of
Population from Communicable Diseases (Off.
Gazette of RS n0.107/05), and the Rulebook on
Immunisation and Manner of Protection by
Medications (Off. Gazette of RS no.11/06). A
total of 70 communicable diseases are reported.

Data on communicable diseases are collected
continually, throughout the year, from all health
institutions on the territory of the Republic of
Serbia, and the data on conducted immunisation
are collected twice a year.

Communicable or infectious disease is any
disease caused by a specific infectious agent or its
toxic products, which occurs by transmission from
the infected person, animal or reservoir to the
susceptile host, vector or inanimate nature.

Epidemic of an infectious disease is an increase of
the number of ill persons greater than usual in a
given population at a given time.

Active immunisation is the protection of
susceptible persons from infectious diseases by
administering vaccines produced from dead or
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living, but weakened infectious agents or products
thereof, or vaccines obtained on the basis of
genetic technology.

Data on the safety of food and consumer products
are collected in accordance with the Decision on
uniform statistical standards for annual reports on
safety of food and consumer products (Official
Journal of SFRY no. 57/88).

Under the same methodology of statistical
surveys, authorised organisations for the testing of
safety of food and consumer products furnish the
results of their laboratory testing to district
institutes of public health, and they, in turn, to the
Institute of Public Health of Serbia ,,Dr Milan
Jovanovic Batut”.

6. NON-COMMUNICABLE DISEASES
This chapter presents the data referring to the

records and monitoring of leading chronic mass
non-communicable diseases.

The review of deaths from cardiovascular
diseases, malignant neoplasms, diabetes,
obstructive pulmonary disease, injury and

poisoning used the unpublished data from the
Republic Statistical Office which were processed
and analysed by the Institute of Public Health of
Serbia “Dr Milan Jovanovic Batut”.

Data relating to acute coronary syndrome and
urgent conditions in cardiology were obtained
from the Register of Coronary Units in the
Republic of Serbia. The basic source of data used
was notifications of patients with urgent
cardiological conditions. Data were continually
collected from all health institutions in the
territory of the Republic of Serbia whose activities
include diagnostics and treatment of cardiological
patients. The additional source of data was the
medical history and hospitalization report.

Data on malignant neoplasms cases come from
the Cancer Register of Central Serbia. The basic
source of data are notifications of the persons
diagnosed with and/or dead from malignant
neoplasms from all health institutions diagnosing
and treating cancer in the territory of Central
Serbia. Many sources of data and the need for
their careful analysis, even in the case of registers
that have existed for dozens of years, have caused
the period for collecting and publishing data last
two to three years.
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7. DELIVERIES AND ABORTIONS

Data on deliveries were obtained on the basis of
individual statistical “Notification of Delivery”
reports which has been regularly submitted to public
health institutes by health institutions in the
Republic of Serbia since 1995, and individual
statistical health report “Notification of Birth” which
has been submitted since 2006.

Data on abortions are obtained on the basis of
individual health statistics reports ,,Notification of
Abortion” which the health institutions in Serbia
have submitted to public health institutes since 1995.

Duration of pregnancy is measured from the first
day of the last normal period. Period of pregnancy is
expressed in complete days or complete weeks.

,,Pre-term delivery” is the delivery which occurred
prior to complete 37 weeks (prior to 259 days) of
pregnancy.

,,On-term delivery” is the delivery which occurred
from complete 37 weeks prior to the expiration of
42nd week (259 to 293 days) of pregnancy.

,,Post-term pregnancy” is the delivery that occurred
at 42 or more completed weeks (294 or more days)
of pregnancy.

The first weight of the live born child should be
measured during the first hour of life, before the
significant postnatal loss of weight occurs.

,Maternal mortality” or maternal death is the death
of a woman while pregnant or within 42 days of
termination of pregnancy, irrespective of the
duration or site of the pregnancy, from any cause
related to or aggravated by the pregnancy or its
management, but not as the consequence of
accidental or incidental causes.

Each pregnancy which does end in delivery is
considered abortion, and, in accordance with
legislation, is subject to reporting on the above
mentioned form. The legal time limit for medical
abortion — termination is up to 10 weeks of
pregnancy.

The pregnancies ended in abortion include ectopic
pregnancies, mola hydatidosa, other abnormal
products of conception, spontaneous and legally
induced abortions.

8. ENVIRONMENT AND HEALTH

The testing data on drinking water safety were
interpreted in accordance with the current laws and
regulations: Law on Health Protection of Population
(Official Gazette of RS no. 107/05), Law on Safety

of Food and Articles for General Use (Official
Journal of SFRY no. 53/91), Rulebook on Drinking

Water Hygiene (Official Journal of SFRY no.42/98),
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Law on Waters (Official Gazette of RS no. 46/91)
and other supporting legislation.

Data on air quality were provided on the basis of
systematic measurement of immission of basic
pollutants (sulphur-dioxide and smoke particles), as
well as specific ones (organic and inorganic origin).
Data are collected and analysed in accordance with
the following legislation: Rulebook on limit values,
manner, and method of measurement of immission,
criteria for setting up measuring stations and
recording of data (Official Gazette of RS no. 54/92)
and Decree on the development of air quality control
program for 2006 and 2007 (Official Gazette of RS
no. 23/06).

Part of the microbiological safety inspection is the
collection of data on the number of examined and
non-compliant samples (total, by origin, by type of
product and by type of test and findings of
salmonella, Staphyloccocus coagulase positive,
yeast, mold, insects, parasites and “other” causes of
non-compliance as specified by current legislation).

Statistical Yearbook include the information on
microbiological and physical and chemical analysis
of 22 groups of food and 7 groups of consumer
goods of domestic origin (from industrial
production, small private production and trade) and
from imports.

The inspection of physical and chemical safety of
food involves the collection of data on the number
of examined and number of non-compliant samples
(total, by origin, by type of product and type of test
— for organoleptic properties, composition, content
of lead, cadmium, arsenic, mercury, pesticides,
additives, mycotoxines, antibiotics and hormones).

The inspection of physical and chemical safety of
consumer goods involves the collection of data on
the number of examined and non-compliant samples
(total, by origin, by type of product and type of test
— for organoleptic properties, pH value, total and
specific migration, content of lead, cadmium,
mercury, arsenic, pesticides and “other”).

9. LIFE STYLE, KNOWLEDGE AND
ATTITUDES TO HEALTH

Data on life style, kowledge and attitudes to
health were obtained from national health surveys
carried out in 2000 (base-line study) and 2006
(follow-up study) in a representative sample of the
Serbian population.

A stratified two-stage sample was used in the
survey in order to provide statistically reliable
estimates of number of health indicators at the
national level, as well as at the levels of
geographical regions, and urban and non-urban
settlements.

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1. POPULATION AND VITAL STATISTICAL DATA IN REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

This Chapter presents the data for the Republic of
Serbia relating to:

e population based on the 1948-2002 censuses;

e estimated population by age and sex as at June
30, 2008;

e trends for basic demographic development
indicators in the period between 2004 and 2008;

e deaths, by cause of death, sex and age in 2008;

e infant deaths by cause of death and age in 2008.

Population changes in the Republic of Serbia, based
on the 1948-2002 censuses (Table 1.1) show a
constant growth trend. Under the new census and
population estimate methodology, applied by the
Republic Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia,
since 2002, (a retroactive estimate of the 1991
census has also been made), the population in the
Republic of Serbia decreased in this period from
7,576,837 in 1991. to 7,498,001 in 2002.

e The estimated population of the Republic of
Serbia in 2008 is 7,350,222 — 3,573,814 males and
3,776,408 females, which is a decline of 147779 —

1.97% compared to the population in the census year
2002 (7,498,001).

e Life expectancy in the Republic of Serbia in
2008, (Table 1.1), overall — 73.65, for males — 71.06
and females — 76.23 year of life, exhibits a slight
rising trend. Comparing districts, for the period
2005-2007, one can see that the highest life
expectancy is in the Belgrade district, overall —
74.46 and for women — 76.99, and in Moravicki
districts for men — 72.18 year of life. The lowest life
expectancy is in the Severnobanatski District,
overall — 70.82, men — 67.37 and in the
Severnobacki District, women — 74.27 year of life.

e In the Republic of Serbia women of
childbearing age — 15 to 49 make up 23.19% of the
population. The over-65s make up 17.18% of the
population (Table 1.2).

The basic characteristics of the Republic of Serbia
population are the changes that have brought the
population to the brink of demographic ageing,
which is the consequence of various trends in vital
events.
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The data for the period 2004—2008 (Table 1.3) show
the following:

e Birth rate decline in Serbia: decline in the
number of live births from 78,186 to 69,083, that is,
decline in the rate of live births per 1000 population
from 10.5 in 2004 to 9.4 per thousand in 2008.

e Natural increase rate per 1000 population for the
period under observation fell from -3.5 in 2004 to
-4.6 in 2008.

e Vital index, live births per 100 deaths, was
decreasing, from 75.0 in 2004 to 67.3 in 2008.

e Number of deaths in Serbia has been on the rise
since the eighties. The number of deaths in the
period under observation is decline from 104,320 in
2004 to 102,711 in 2008, the mortality rate is 14.0 in
2004 and 2008.

Infant mortality rate is a significant and delicate
indicator of both the health status and health care of
the population, as well as the status of
socioeconomic and other spheres of the society.

e Infant mortality rate in Serbia shows a long-
term decrease. In the period under observation,
infant mortality rate declined from 8.1 in 2004 to 6.7
in 2008. The most common causes of infant death
are Certain conditions originating in the perinatal

period with 278 — 60.43% of infant deaths.

Specific mortality, i.e. cause - and sex - specific
deaths are shown in Table 1.4. In 2008, the most
common causes of death registered, by ICD-10
disease groups, are:

o Diseases of the circulatory system 55.83% (men
49.94%, women 61.81%),

e Neoplasms 20.39% (men 23.21%,
17.52%),

o Symptoms, signs and abnormal clinical and
laboratory findings 4.65% (men 4.82%, women
4.47%),

o Diseases of the respiratory system 3.83% (men
4.75%, women 2.91%),

o Injury, poisoning and  certain  other
consequences of external causes 3.59% (men
5.34%, women 1.83%).

The total number of independent health care
institutions, under the Decree on the Health
Care Institution Network Plan was 301 in
2008.

In 2008, the health care service of the

Republic of Serbia employed 114,317
persons.
26,591 persons were with university

education. Of those, 20,668 (77.7%) are
doctors, 2300 (8.6%) dentists, 2019 (7.6%)
pharmacists and 1604 (6.0%) are other
professionals.

Of all the doctors in the Republic of Serbia
5323 are non-specialist doctors (25.7%), of
whom 3401 are medical doctors (16.4%) and
1922 are in specialist training (9.3%). The
total number of specialists is 15,345 (74.3%).
The structure of employed doctors by sex is
the following: 36.4% are male and 63.6% are
female doctors.

Of the total number of 2300 stomatologists,
56.8% are specialists.
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Health care institutions employ a total of
2019 pharmacists, of whom 331 (16.4%) are
specialists.

In 2008, there was a total of 7335 health
workers and associates with college
education in health care institutions, of
whom 3907 (53.3%) nurses-medical
technicians.

50,797 health workers and associates have
secondary education, of whom 35,998
(70.9%) are nurses-medical technicians.

Health care institutions employed a total of
29,117 non-medical staff, of whom 9939
(34.1%) administrative staff and 19,178
(65.9%) of technical staff.

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PRIMARY HEALTH CARE SERVICE IN REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

Health care at the primary level is provided by
state-owned primary health centres, which cover
the territory of one or more municipalities or
towns, in accordance with the Health Institutions
Network Plan (Official Gazette of RS, 42/06,
119/07, 84/08). Pursuant to Article 95 of the Law
on Health Care (Official Gazette of RS 107/2005),
the primary health centre shall provide at least
preventive health care for all population
categories, urgent care, general medicine, health
care of women and children, health visitor service,
as well as laboratory and other diagnostics.
Primary health centres also provide prevention
and treatment in dental care, employee health
care, i.e. occupational medicine, and physical
medicine and rehabilitation. Moreover, in
accordance with the Health Institutions Network
Plan and population needs, specialist consultative
activities, not related to hospital treatment may be
carried out (Article 96 of the Law on Health
Care).

Primary heath care in the Republic of Serbia is
provided in 157 primary health centres, with a
developed network of outpatient facilities and
offices.

Primary heath care in primary heath centres is
provided to the public by a chosen doctor who is
either a medical doctor or a specialist in general
medicine, or specialist in occupational medicine;
specialist in paediatrics; specialist in gynaecology;
and dentist (Article 98 of the Law on Health
Care).

Apart from primary health centres, the primary
level activities include institutes (zavodi), which
are health institutions providing primary health
services and health care to specific population
groups, such as: institute (zavod) for student
health, institutes (zavod) for emergency medical
care, gerontology, dentistry, pulmonary diseases
and TB, and institute for skin and venereal
diseases, as well as pharmacies which carry out
pharmaceutical health care activity.

General practice

General practice is a service within a primary
health centre and the basic provider of health care
for population over 19.

Adult health care in the Republic of Serbia within
this service was provided by 3666 doctors in
2008.
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Of these, 1922 (52%) are medical doctors, 289
(8%) are doctors in specialist training, and 1455
(40%) are specialists in general medicine. The
number of adults (over 19) per doctor in general
practice is 1578.

The total number of visits to the doctor (in his/her
office) in 2008 is 23,819,995. Of that number,
31% (7,510,498) are first visits. The average
number of visits per general practitioner (in
his/her office) is 6497 in 2008. The total number
of home visits carried out by doctors and other
medical staff is 2,830,183.

The total number of diseases, conditions and
injuries diagnosed in general practice in 2008 was
7,506,628. The most commonly recorded
morbidities are:
1. diseases of the respiratory system, at 21%
2. diseases of the circulatory system, at 19%,
and
3. diseases of the musculoskeletal system and
connective tissue, at 10%.

Women’s health service

Women’s health service provides specific health
care to the female population over 15.

Women’s health within this services were
provided by 558 doctors in 2008. Of this number
511 (92%) are specialist doctors. The number of
women to one doctor in the women’s health
service is 5785 of those over 15 years of age.

The total number of provided services is
1,807,935, of which 64% are first visits. The
average number of visits per doctor (in his/her
office) in the women’s health service is 3240. The
total number of 374,843 systematic check-ups has
been provided in 2008.

The total number of diseases, conditions and

injuries diagnosed in 2008 in the women’s health

service is 1,269,705. The most commonly

recorded morbidities are:

1. diseases of the genitourinary system, at 53%

2. factors influencing health status and contact
with health services, at 37%, and

3. certain infectious and parasitic diseases,
neoplasms, pregnancy, childbirth and the
puerperium each accounting for 3%.
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Child health service

Child heath service provides primary health care
to children aged 0 to 6.

Child health care within this services were
provided by 760 doctors in 2008. Of this number
636 (84%) are specialist doctors. The average
number of pre-school children per one doctor in
child health service is 681.

The total number of services provided is
4,442,865, of which 58% are first visits. The
average number of visits per doctor (in his/her
office) in child health service is 5846. The total
number of 352,929 systematic check-ups of pre-
school children has been provided in 2008.

The total number of diseases, conditions and

injuries diagnosed in 2008 in the child health

service is 2,817,611. The most commonly

recorded morbidities are:

1. diseases of the respiratory system, at 58%

2. factors influencing health status and contact
with health services, at 15%, and

3. certain infectious and parasitic diseases,
accounting for 5%.

School children and youth health service

School children and youth health service provides
primary health care to children and youth between
7 and 19 years of age.

Health care within this services were provided by
721 doctors in 2008. Of this number 459 (64%)
are specialist doctors. The average number of
school children per one doctor in child and youth
health service is 1451.

The total number of services provided in doctor's
office is 3,907,537, of which 60% first visits. The
average number of visits per doctor (in his/her
office) in school children and youth health service
is 5420.

The total number of diseases, conditions and

injuries diagnosed in 2008. in the school children

and youth health service is 2,648,291. The most

commonly recorded morbidities are:

1. diseases of the respiratory system, at 50%

2. factors influencing health status and contact
with health services, at 16%, and

3. certain infectious and parasitic diseases, and
symptoms, signs and abnormal clinical and
laboratory findings, each accounting for 5%.
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Occupational health service

The occupational health service provides specific
health care and primary health care to the working
population.

Health care services to working population in the
were provided by 839 doctors in 2008. Of this
number 612 (73%) are specialists.

The total number of services provided, i.e. visits
to the doctor in 2008. is 4,232,192. Of that
number 32% are first visits.

The total number of diseases, conditions and

injuries diagnosed in 2008 in the occupational

health service is 1,700,138. The most commonly

recorded morbidities are:

1. diseases of the respiratory system, at 21%

2. factors influencing health status and contact
with health services, at 15%

3. diseases of the circulatory system, at 14%,
and

4. diseases of the musculoskeletal system and
connective tissue, accounting for 10%.

Dental health service

Dental health services in primary health centres
(“dom zdravlja”) in 2008 were provided by 2397
dentists, of which 54% specialists. The number of
pre-school children and school children and
youths per one dentist is 652, while the number of
adults per one dentist is 2414.

The total number of visits to the service is
5,020,544. Of that number 31% are first visits.
The total number of 1,303,605 fillings, 1,441,602
surgical interventions and 102,601 prosthodontic
work has been performed in 2008.

Specialist services

Primary health services carry out specialist
consultation activities in internal medicine,
pneuomophtisiology, otorhinolaringology,
ophthalmology, psychiatry, and physical medicine
and general rehabilitation.

Specialist consultation services in 2008. were
provided by 3340 doctors, of which 90%
specialist doctors.

The specialist services provided the total of
14,471,005 visits, of which 56% first visits.
